This means that K-9 Units do not have to
go through the time-consuming dismissal process to determine
who's scent is actually on the article. They can begin searching
immediately and with greater accuracy when every minute

counts.

SWIPE AND STORE

Everything you need to collect and securely store the scent
of each family member is right in the box. Simply swipe the
sterile gauze pad under the arms 10 times and store the pad
in the specially-treated jar. Add the identification information
to the label and seal the lid with the supplied tamper-proof
tape. Store the scent in the privacy of your home in a place
away from high temps or direct sunlight. If you ever need it,
you'll have the best possible location resource to present to
emergency responders.
